REFERRAL AGREEMENT

 This Referral Agreement (this “Agreement”) by and between America’s Best Companies Inc., an Illinois Corporation 

(“ABC”), and _________________________________________, a _______________________ (type of business) 

(”Reseller”) located at _______________________________ is entered into as of ________, 200___ (“Effective Date”).

 WHEREAS, ABC has created a Membership Program in which the members of the program receive certain benefits 
and discounts in exchange for a membership fee (the “Membership Program”);

 WHEREAS, Reseller will offer to the Membership Program to ABC customers, clients, members and others 
(collectively, the “Referrals”) the Membership Program on the terms and conditions set forth herein;

 WHEREAS, ABC will pay to Reseller a Referral Fee (as defined in Appendix A) for every Referral that ABC accepts 
into the Membership Program on the terms and conditions set forth herein; and

 NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged by the 
parties hereto, the parties agree as follows:

1. Reseller Obligations.  Reseller shall provide to ABC a signed New Member Application with complete payment infor-
mation in the manner and format designated by ABC (the “Application”).  A Reseller ID number will be provided by ABC to 
Reseller and that Reseller ID number must be printed clearly on the New Member Application.

2. Referral Fee.  For each new registration that was referred by Reseller who has been accepted by ABC into Member-
ship Program and paid to ABC the membership fee for the Membership Program, ABC shall pay to Reseller a Referral Fee as 
described in Appendix A from such Referrals in a particular calendar month less any refunds given to any Referrals in a 
particular calendar month (the “Referral Fee”).  The Referral Fee is payable to Reseller for Referrals who join the Membership 
Program only if such Referrals pay their monthly or annual fee.  Payment of the Referral Fee for the previous month’s activity 
shall be paid within THIRTY (30) days of the end of each calendar month.  All decisions as to payments by ABC shall be final 
and binding on Reseller unless there is a showing of bad faith or gross negligence on behalf of ABC.

3. Right to Reject.  ABC has the right in its sole discretion to reject any of the Referrals from joining the Membership 
Program, in which case, no amounts will be due to Reseller.

4. Term.  The initial term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall continue for a period of 
ONE (1) year, unless terminated earlier by either party.  This Agreement shall automatically renew for consecutive ONE (1) 
year periods unless either party terminates this Agreement as set forth herein.  Each party has the right to terminate this 
Agreement with or without cause at any time upon SIXTY (60) days’ prior written notice.  In the event of termination, other 
than for cause, ABC shall continue to pay to Reseller the Referral Fee due and owing for the Referrals who joined the Mem-
bership Program prior to the effective date of termination for a period of one year, payment to be made at the time specified 
in paragraph 2 above.

5. Termination for Cause.  At ABC, our priority is establishing long-term relationships with our Members and Resellers.  
It is equally important that our Resellers establish these same types of relationships.  Because the Members perceive the 
Resellers as a direct extension of ABC, it is imperative that Resellers maintain honest sales practices.  A substantiated 
finding of forgery, altering documents, fraudulent information written on a New Member Application, non-disclosure of fees 
or stating that there are no fees, receiving money from a New Member and not forwarding money and New Member Applica-
tion to ABC within TEN (10) business days, or gross misrepresentation of programs and/or services offered by ABC will allow 
ABC to terminate for cause effective immediately upon sending of written notice to Reseller.

6. Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois, 
without regard to conflicts of law rules.  Reseller irrevocably submits to the original jurisdiction of those state or federal 
courts located within DuPage or Cook County, Illinois, with regard to any controversy arising out of, relating to, or in any 
way concerning the execution or performance of the Agreement.

7. Amendment.  No provisions of this Agreement may be amended except by a writing executed by both parties.

8. Entire Agreement.  This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement and understanding of the parties hereto with 
regard to the subject matter contained herein and supersedes all prior agreements and understandings between the parties 
dealing with such subject matter, whether written or oral.  This Agreement may not be modified by custom, usage of trade, 
or course of dealing or performance.

ATTACHMENT TO REFERRAL AGREEMENT

Effective Date: January 25th, 2008

 The following is a statement of the current payment structure for the ABC Reseller program.  This program is subject 
to change at any time without prior notice solely at the discretion of ABC and does not change any of the stipulations in the 
“Referral Agreement."  Any change in this Appendix will become immediately binding upon the Reseller, his or heirs, succes-
sors and assigns, any and all representatives that may and will be utilized by Reseller and any other persons that will be 
involved in the representation of Reseller.

REFERRAL FEE INCOME

In order to qualify to receive Referral Fee income Reseller must meet all of the requirements of the Referral Agreement. 
Referral Fee income and commissions are paid according to the following schedule starting with the first Billed merchant 
submitted.

 
REFERRAL FEE/ COMMISSION PAYMENT SCHEDULE

MONTHLY ENROLLMENT PLAN

ABC pays Resellers an upfront commission of $150.00 for all approved monthly enrollments. Our Referral Fee, which is an 
ongoing monthly residual paid on all active accounts, is determined by the total monthly payment we receive from the 
Referrals.

For example, when a merchant (a “Referral”) enrolls in ABC ($29.95/mo.) as well as myABCspace (for 
$10.00/mo.), the total commission payable to the Reseller is $150.00 with a monthly Referral Fee of $12.00.

The following pricing structure outlines how both commissions and Referral Fees are determined based on ABC enrollment 
with and without myABCspace.

ANNUAL ENROLLMENT PLAN

As illustrated below, ABC pays Resellers an upfront commission of $150.00 for a $299.50 annual enrollment. The Annual 
Referral Fee is determined by the total annual payment we receive.

For example, when a Referral enrolls annually with ABC ($299.50/yr.), the Referral Fee will be $100.00.  If 
myABCspace is included (for an additional $100.00/yr.), the total Referral Fee will be $120.00.

* Annual Referral Fee to be payed to Reseller within THIRTY (30) days of payment of the Annual Renewal Fee by the Referral upon                 
   successful Membership Program renewal.

What is backup withholding? Persons making certain payments
to you must under certain conditions withhold and pay to the
IRS 28% of such payments. This is called “backup withholding.” 
Payments that may be subject to backup withholding include
interest, tax-exempt interest, dividends, broker and barter
exchange transactions, rents, royalties, nonemployee pay, and
certain payments from fishing boat operators. Real estate
transactions are not subject to backup withholding.
 

Payments you receive will be subject to backup
withholding if:
 

If you are a nonresident alien or a foreign entity not subject to
backup withholding, give the requester the appropriate
completed Form W-8.
 

Example. Article 20 of the U.S.-China income tax treaty allows
an exemption from tax for scholarship income received by a
Chinese student temporarily present in the United States.
